Template

· The program is intended to be 15 minutes (more if things are added) and an addition to the sports/outreach/awareness event designed to honor athletes and Mrs. Shriver.
Master of Ceremonies

· It is recommend that an Athlete is the Master of Ceremonies
· If needed, consider having a non athlete MC alongside the athlete

· Select 5 athletes – each to recite one core value

· Don’t have 5? 
· Bring in a family member and/or volunteer to read one

· Reduce the number of athletes and put values together

Sharing Stories
· Select 1 athlete to share their story

· Have other powerful stories and time – athletes? Families? Volunteers?  add those to the script

Stories Project

· The “stories project” is unique to Alaska (as far as we know) and was originated by an athlete on the Eunice Kennedy Shriver committee.

· We encourage you to have blank pieces of paper and pens/pencils for attendees to contribute their stories.  
· It was also suggested that we use videotaping and recording people telling our stories.

· Following the event please send those stories (copies or originals) to the Special Olympics Alaska office so we can consolidate them into a “book”. 

· EVERYONE is encouraged to contribute.  Consider for those who are nonverbal or are unable to put their stories down in writing and identify a way they can share their story.
