A little about our Special Olympic Alaska Programs

Unified Sports: A program that combines athletes with and without intellectual disabilities to form sports teams for training
and competition, dramatically increasing inclusion of people with intellectual disabilities. An estimated 50,000 athletes now
participate worldwide in Unified Sports. Unified Sports is endorsed and developed by Special Olympics International. Kodiak
currently includes Basketball, Floor Hockey, and Bowling as Unified Sports.

Partners Club: A Special Olympics Alaska sponsored school based club for students with and without intellectual
disabilities. This club offers social, recreational and sports opportunities. The sports opportunities are a Unified Sports
program that combines approximately equal numbers of Special Olympics athletes and athletes without intellectual disabilities

YAP: Special Olympics Alaska is partnering with Alaskan schools to implement the new and exciting Young Athlete
Program. This program is a developmentally appropriate play program for children with intellectual disabilities two through
seven.
