(Anchorage, Homer, Ketchikan, Kodiak, Mat-Su, and Tanana Valley) training in 
unified golf and unified bocce. The Fall Tournament will be held in Anchorage 
September 11-12. 
 
Eunice Kennedy Shriver Day: On September 25th, 2010 Special Olympics 
programs throughout the world will celebrate the legacy  of Eunice Kennedy 
Shriver.  Eunice Kennedy Shriver was the founder of Special Olympics and a 
pioneer for the movement of acceptance of people with intellectual disabilities. 
She dedicated her life to insure that individuals with intellectual disabilities had 
an opportunity to  play sports and to be accepted in their community with re-
spect and dignity.  In Alaska, Eunice Kennedy Shriver Day will be lead by a 
committee of statewide athletes.

2010 Camp Shriver Alaska:  30 athletes and 20 partners participated in 
Camp Shriver from July 12-23 in Anchorage. Camp Shriver was a two week 
long summer sports camp for middle and high school students with and without 
intellectual disabilities.  Throughout the course of the two weeks, students 
learned and developed skills in various sports such as basketball, tennis, track 
and field, soccer, swimming, and more.  The purpose of Camp Shriver is to 
give students the opportunity to learn new sports that will create lasting friend-
ships both at school and through their adulthood.  
 
National Games:  Special Olympics Alaska sent 9 delegates to represent 
Alaska at the 2010 Special Olympics National Summer Games July 18-23rd in 
Lincoln, Nebraska. Team Alaska participated in the Unified Sports competi-
tions in bocce and golf. Unified Sports combines people with and without intel-
lectual disabilities to play on the same team. Athletes that attended the Na-
tional Games qualified by attending a past Special Olympics Alaska Games 
and trained throughout the winter months to prepare for the competition. Their 
hard work resulted in one Gold Medal and two Silver Medals in Bocce and a 
Bronze Medal in Golf. 
 
2010 Global Congress: The 2010 Global Congress aligned 600 Special 
Olympics leaders from over 130 countries to discuss a new five-year 
strategic plan.  Discussed in detail were five major pillars of the Special 
Olympics Strategic framework: 1) Athlete Experience, 2) Building Com-
munities, 3) Fan Engagement, 4) Movement Leadership and 5) Sustain-
able Capabilities. The 2010 Global Congress was supported under the Pa-
tronage of His Majesty King Mohammed VI of Morocco and was made possible 
through the vision and leadership of Her Royal Highness Princess Lalla Amina.
